Geared up to save 
even more · energy 
M ANWEB'S Energy 

Saver in Chief 
Malcolm Bebbington 

is gearing up for the next phase 
of the company's energy 
efficiency drive following the 
news that the Government's 
Regulator has given the green 
light for schemes well into the 
new Millennium. 

Working with his colleagues 
in ScottishPower, Malcolm sets 
up energy-saver projects such as 
the supply of low energy 
lightbulbs and cavity insulation 
which are of special benefit to 
pensioners and disadvantaged 
households. 

Since 1994 Manweb's two 
consecutive Energy Efficiency 
Standards of Performance 
(SOP) projects have exceeded 
their Government targets. The 
project between 1994-1998 
made 367 Giga Watt hours of 
energy savings as against the 
330 Giga Watt target, while the 
current 1998-2000 project is is 
on course to exceed the target of 
137 Giga Watt hours of savings. 

As a result of the success of 
the SOP schemes the Ofgem 
Regulator has given the go­
ahead for a third phase for 
2000-2002. The Manweb pro­
gramme has contributed 
towards the Government's 
target to reduce C02 emissions 
in the UK which will help 
towards the issue of global 
warming. This is against the

background of the Rio and 
Kyoto summits where the Gov­
ernment made commitments to 
evolve energy efficiency pro­
grammes. 

"Sixty-five per cent of our 
energy efficiency savings are 
targeted at low income and 
disadvantaged households," 
said Malcolm, Manweb's Energy 
Efficiency Project Manager. "We 
are working with the Govern­
ment's Energy Saving Trust on 
our projects which include 
insulation grants to local auth­
orities for the benefit of their 
tenants and the supply of low 
energy lightbulbs to Age 
Concern." 

Partnerships are crucial in the 
fight for energy efficiency and a 
considerable amount of Mal­
colm's time is spent meeting and 
liaising with local authorities, 
housing associations and 
organisations such as National 
Energy Action. 

"Our fridgesaver project 
allows both pensioners and low 
income households to replace 
their old inefficient fridges with 
new energy-efficient B-rated 
models for just £25," he said. 
"We have also completed a part­
nership scheme with Age Con­
cern in the Manweb area to pro­
vide 100,000 pensioners with an 
energy efficiency lightbulb." 
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AN unusual bird colony 
in the middle of an 
industrial complex on 

Deeside has been boosted by 
Manweb's construction of an 
extra breeding area. 

A double circuit tower line 
newly constructed to supply 
Shotton Paper's CHP generating 
scheme runs across Corus 
(formerly British Steel) land 
where the black and white birds, 
also known as sea swallows, 
have been nesting alongside 
man-made lagoons since 1967. 

A good 'tern' for 
feathered friends 

As part of the conditions for 
obtaining planning consent, The 
Department of Trade and 
Industry and the Countryside 
Council for Wales required that 
Manweb constructs an extra 
artificial tern bed to go 
alongside the existing ones, to 
compensate for any birds which 
might be injured by flying into 
the new lines. 

Manweb was happy to 
comply - and the new bed 
which has been constructed, 
containing a hardstanding of 
gravel mimicking the natural 
breeding habitat of the birds, 
will hopefully stimulate the 
colony to expand considerably 
from the present 500 pairs.

Island 
"The new bed is an insurance 

policy and we are pleased that 
Manweb has constructed it," 
said John Birch, former 
Manweb employee and member 
of the Merseyside Ringing 
Group who, with his brother, set 
up the beds when he worked for 
British Steel 40 years ago. 

"We discovered that the terns 
were breeding on the bunds 
which had been constructed in 
the lagoons to allow for water 
circulation as part of the cooling 
system of the steel plant. 

"After we constructed the tern 
beds the site was designated a 
nature reserve by British Steel, 
with Tern Island a section of it. 
When the new works was built 
in 1974 the pools shrank but the 
tern beds were kept so that 

breeding could continue. 
"When the new power line to 

Shotton Paper was proposed we 
realised it would pose a threat to 
the birds, so Manweb fitted it 
with bird diverters. The extra 
tern bed which they have con­
structed is a boost for the colony 
- just in time for the breeding 
season which begins in April." 

Manweb Project Manager 
Mark Lyon said: "We con­
structed the new tern bed by 
erecting a causeway, which was 
removed when the job was 
finished . Care was taken not to 
disturb sediments in the ponds. 
The gravel was covered with a 
material specific to the birds' 
requirements, and the bed was 
protected with a corrugated iron 
sheet to keep out predators." 

Ray Wells, Total Quality 
Manager for Corus Colors, said: 
"We are conservation minded 
and we were very happy with 
Manweb's provision of the extra 
bed."
